Possible role play scenarios include:

· Serving a customer 
·  Paying / exchanging money 
·  Dealing with a spillage 
·  Enquiring about what flavours they have 
· Ordering ice-cream from supplier
Water Tray:
· Children could be supplied with a water tray and a range of plastic cups, bowls and spoons from the role play ice-cream parlour.  Here children could pretend play washing up. Washing-up liquid, j-cloths, sponges, scrubbing brushes and tea towels could also be supplied.
· To develop this further, children could investigate absorbency by experimenting with a range of materials to see which is best to mop up a spill. The following types of materials could be supplied: j-cloth, tea towel and kitchen paper. 
· Pupils could also experiment with a range of paper: tin foil, tissue paper, kitchen roll, cellophane, newspaper and cardboard.
· Another option is to add different coloured ice-cubes to the water.  Pupils could observe how the ice reacts in the water, how the colour slowly leaches from the ice, how the temperature changes, etc. These ice-cubes can be simply created by adding a drop or two of food colouring to an ice-cube tray filled with water before freezing. Different shaped ice-cube trays and popsicle moulds can be used. 
· Pupils can scoop, pour, strain and sort the coloured ice-cubes. They can also make various iced-drinks for the ice-cream parlour in the role play area. A variety of ladles, sieves and containers could be supplied.
